Application: Moving in bed to upper/lower re-
clining and sitting position, transfer bed/bed
with the aid of 2 persons and pull sheet for very
heavy patients, transfer/moving of spine dam-
aged patients in bed.

Application: Transfer bed/bed with the aid of 2
persons and pull sheet for very heavy patients,
transfer/moving of spine damaged patients in
bed.

Good Practice Points:

1. Make sure that the brakes are on
before commencing a movement.

2. Make sure that the sheet is in-
serted correctly and that the
inner slippy surface is inside (not

outside). The product label and
stitching should be on the outside.

3. Insert the sheet by either ‘log-
rolling’ the patient to one side (or
top or bottom) or ask the carer to
assist use the same technique for
any insertion.

4. Remove the sheet by inserting
your hand between both layers of
the slide sheet and invert by with-
drawing the furthest bottom edge
through the middle of the sheet.
This ‘peels’ the sheet out without
any shearing effects on the skin.
